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PUTRAJAYA: Sad and frustrated — that is how Datuk Seri Abdullah Ahmad Badawi sums
up his feelings over the high number of road fatalities during the recent festive season.

The prime minister said the government has done its best to make roads and highways safe,
including making them wider. “But all these seem not to mean much to road users. Certainly

there are those who don’t drive safely. When this is the case, accidents will happen. And because

of one person, others too will lose their lives,” he said.

“I am so saddened and feel very frustrated,” he said at the monthly assembly of staff of the
Prime Minister’s Department yesterday over the 233 deaths recorded during the two-week Ops
Sikap IX which ended last Thursday.

It was reported that the figure was an increase of 16.5% or 33 deaths more than that registered
last year. The highest number of deaths involved 141 motorcyclists and pillion riders, followed
by motorists (55), pedestrians (17), cyclists (eight), and those travelling in taxis (three), lorries
(three), vans (two), four-wheel drives (two) and buses and other vehicles (one).
